PERKIOMEN TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MONTHLY MEETING
MINUTES: OCTOBER 7, 2025

Chairperson Margolis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

CONSENT AGENDA: Adam Doyle made a motion, seconded by Albert Campion, to
approve the consent agenda items as follows: a) Minutes: September 2, 2025; b) Monthly
Reports: PA State Police Reports for August and September, Ambulance Report,
Perkiomen Township Fire Company Report for September and Fire Marshall Report;
c¢) Financial Matters: Authorize for Payment of Bills for September in the amount of
$212,840.07 and the Treasurer’s Report to be placed on file for audit. There were no public
comments. The motion carried by a vote of 4-0.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

e Diane Melville remarked that the Township has three information signs around the
Township. Although the signs are used to post things like Community Day or the
activities of the fire company, at other times they sit there empty. Mrs. Melville asked
if the Township could add something on these signs. The Board discussed this and
asked Kevin Motsavage to coordinate and work together with Mrs. Melville to see
what might be done.

e Skippack Emergency Medical Services — Ambulance: Barry Evans of the Skippack
Emergency Medical Services (SEMS) updated the Board regarding a situation that is
going on with the ambulance and the IRS. Mr. Evans explained that last May the
ambulance was notified by the IRS regarding the payment of taxes for the year 2020.
The ambulance contacted the IRS and their accountant to look into what this was
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regarding. The IRS indicated it would take time to research this and that during their
investigation nothing would happen. After being told this, SEMS noticed that their
Medicare payments were not being made to them. SEMS found that the issue with
the IRS had resulted in their Medicare payments being stopped; therefore, they
contacted the IRS regarding this situation. The IRS indicated they would resume the
Medicare payments. As to the payments not received, the IRS would not reimburse
SEMS at this time. Any payments that were not made would not be paid until the IRS
finished its investigation. Due to the current situation going on in Washington, it is
unclear when this issue will be resolved. IRS’s action has been appealed by SEMS,
but it will take time to work this out.

OLD/NEW BUSINESS:

Perkiomen Valley Library: Aileen Johnson, Branch Manager, of the Perkiomen Valley
Library was present to update and discuss with the Board the Level of Services the
library provides to residents of Perkiomen Township. Also present was Carol Ewing,
Vice President of the Perkiomen Valley Library and Karen DiAngelo from the
Montgomery County Public Library. Mrs. Johnson informed the Board that the library
has had a great deal of activity taking place which has kept everyone very busy. Last
year the library passed over 100,000 circulation and the library, compared to last year,
could exceed over 110,000 circulation this year. Mrs. Johnson thanked Perkiomen
Township for its continued support. The library is in the process of sending out
information on its annual appeal. There was a review by the Board of the financial
information submitted by Mrs. Johnson. Mrs. Johnson informed the Board that the
full-time youth services coordinator is now on staff. The LSA Grant the library
received is being used to make ADA improvements to the building. Mrs. Ewing
informed the Board that the staff is working hard on promoting what the library does
and what services it provides to the community. She also discussed the way the library
has helped in providing hotspots and computer/internet access which help students
with their education. This outreaching has helped in making people aware of all that
the library has to offer. Mrs. DiAngelo discussed with the Board changes that are
being made to the main library located on Markley Street building in Norristown. Mrs.
DiAngelo also discussed the four branch locations and the bookmobiles.

Montgomery County Association of Township Officials (MCATQO): Ms. Daniel
informed the Board that the Fall Convention of MCATO is scheduled for November
12,2025. Atthis time, she has not received the agenda for this meeting. Any decisions
on attendance at the MCATO Meeting could be tabled until the November meeting as
this meeting would be before the MCATO meeting. Between the October Meeting
and the November Meeting, she anticipates receiving the agenda. The Board decided
to table the decision as to who will attend the MCATO meeting until the November
Board meeting.
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SOLICITOR’S REPORT: Kenneth Picardi was present at the meeting and submitted
his written report to the Board of Supervisors. In addition, he offered the following:

e AIA Contract - Buchart Horn Architects: Solicitor Picardi informed the Board that
the AIA Contract with Buchart Horn to engineer, design and oversee the construction
of the proposed Fire House has been finalized. It is anticipated that the Township will
receive the signed contract within the next few days. No action is required because of
the Board’s previous vote to approve and authorize the chairperson to sign the
agreement once it meets with the satisfaction of the Board, Township Manager, and
Township Solicitor provided there are no significant changes to the agreement. It was
Solicitor Picardi’s opinion, there were no significant changes, so based upon the action
taken at the September meeting, the Chairperson will execute the AIA Contract once
it is received from Buchart Horn Architects.

e Artisan Construction Group: The applicant has extended the deadline for Perkiomen
Township’s decision on Artisan’s final application until Friday November 7, 2025.
There was a brief discussion regarding the direction Schwenksville Borough and
Lower Frederick Township are considering for their portion of this plan as the project
incorporates property in all three municipalities. For the Board, its decision covers
that portion of the property that lies within the boundary of Perkiomen Township. The
Board acknowledged the new deadline.

e MOU: Solicitor Picardi mentioned that he prepared the Memo of Understanding
(MOU) with the Fire Company on the construction of the new fire house. Solicitor
Picardi indicated he sent out the first draft of the MOU to the committee overseeing
this project for review. The Fire Company has sent back some suggested changes
which Solicitor Picardi will review with the Township’s representatives who
constitute the oversight committee.

ROAD MASTER’S REPORT: Shawn Motsavage submitted his written Report to the
Board dated October 1, 2025 for activities occurring during the month of September.

e In addition to his report, Mr. Motsavage reviewed the memo he prepared for his
recommendation for the Snow and Ice Removal Bids for the 2025/2026 Winter
Season. Mr. Motsavage recommended that Zone 1 would be awarded to Lenhart
Contractors, and Zone 2 would be awarded to Buck Enterprises and Landscape. Mr.
Motsavage informed the Board that Zone 1 is everything on the south side of the
Township and Zone 2 is on the north side of the Township. Corey Hulse made a
motion, seconded by Albert Campion, to approve the Snow Removal Bid for the
2025/2026 Winter Season as follows: Zone 1 to be awarded to Lenhart Contractors
and Zone 2 to be awarded to Buck Enterprises and Landscaping. There were no public
comments. The motion carried by a vote of 4-0.
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CODE ENFORCEMENT REPORT: John Moran, Jr., submitted to the Board his Code
Enforcement written report dated October 1, 2025, for activities that occurred during the
month of September.

e Zoning Hearing Board Application No. 25-4: The property owner of 624 Grater
Avenue filed an application to the Zoning Hearing Board in order to construct a 14’ x
24’ detached prefabricated garage in the required 75-foot front yard setback on his
property. This property is located in the R-2 Residential Zoning District. Under the
R-2, the minimum lot size is 1-acre. The lot size for 624 Grater Avenue is under
20,000 square feet; therefore, the lot is non-conforming. The Board discussed this
application and decided to remain neutral. Solicitor Picardi will relay this to the
Solicitor for the Zoning Hearing Board.

e Fire Marshall Duties: Mr. Moran explained that he was in contact with Dean Miller,
the Chief of Police for the Perkiomen Valley School District. There is an issue going
on with activities taking place at the school district’s campus property. This issue is
people parking in the fire lanes during school events. Mr. Moran discussed with Mr.
Miller, the possibility of deputizing the school police officers as deputy fire marshals.
It was Mr. Moran’s opinion that the fire code does allow the Township to have deputy
fire marshals. Before moving forward with this, Mr. Moran wanted to discuss this
with the Board and get their opinion regarding this matter. If the Board is okay with
this, Mr. Moran will develop a Mutual Aid Agreement for the Board’s and School
Board’s consideration governing the Perkiomen Valley School District’s Police Force
role as deputy fire marshals. According to Mr. Moran, as deputy fire marshals, they
can issue traffic tickets with a $25 fine. Mr. Moran felt that he could put together a
draft Mutual Aid Agreement similar to the agreements the Township uses to cover
Fire Marshal coverage with the surrounding municipalities. The Board had no issue
with Mr. Moran working with Mr. Miller and see whether such a program and
agreement can be worked out.

ENVIRONMENTAL ADVISORY COUNCIL (EAC): Eric Wiedner updated the
Board on the activities of the EAC. First, the EAC is working on the installation of 50
trees at Lodal Creek Park and 30 trees for a Perkiomen Greene Basin. The EAC has been
working with the Perkiomen Watershed Conservancy on this. The Township Road Crew
and Kevin Motsavage have also been working with the EAC on this project. The tree
planting is scheduled to take place in October, on Friday the 24th and Saturday the 25th.
Next, there was a discussion regarding Bird Town. Mr. Wiedner informed the Board that
the EAC has another bird walk happening with Lower Frederick Township and they are
still working out how to work with other local bird-related organizations to see what kind
of projects the EAC can develop. Chairperson Margolis informed the EAC that she was
at a park that had a free library and a stick library for dogs. Mrs. Margolis thought this
could be something to consider adding to the Highland-Huber Park.
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PERKIOMEN TOWNSHIP PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING: Cecile Daniel
informed the Board that there was a Planning Commission Meeting on September 16,
2025. The only item discussed was Artisan’s Final Plan.

PARK AND RECREATION REPORT: Kevin Motsavage informed the Board that the
PA Live Steamer’s event went very well.

LOWER PERKIOMEN VALLEY REGIONAL SEWER AUTHORITY
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT: William Patterson informed the Board that the
LPVRSA meeting was on September 9, 2025. At that meeting there were four EDUs
approved for Capacity Right’s Agreements: two for Upper Providence Township, two for
Lower Providence Township. LPVRSA approved one Capacity Rights that was returned,
this was in Upper Providence Township. The primary clarifier rehab project is continuing.
After the meeting, LPVRSA Members had a short tour and an explanation from the
authority's engineer and the manager of the plant on exactly what type of repairs are being
made to the clarifier.

ENGINEERS REPORT: Nicholas Szeredai was present and submitted his Engineers’
report to the Board. In addition, Mr. Szeredai reported on the following items:

e 16 Iron Bridge Drive: The Daily Bread Community Food Pantry is looking to move
into their location at 16 Iron Bridge Drive. Prior to making this move, the Food Pantry
needed to make some renovations around the site. According to Mr. Szeredai, all their
improvements have been made per the plan and there is a punch list of items that need
corrected. The Food Pantry submitted to the Township an escrow release. This release
was reviewed, and Mr. Szeredai is recommending that Escrow Release No. 1 in the
amount of $43,490.00 be released to the Food Pantry. Also, it is recommended that
the retainage be held to address the few items in the punch list. The Board considered
the recommendation of Mr. Szeredai and Adam Doyle made a motion seconded by
Albert Campion to approved Escrow Release No. 1 to the Daily Bread Community
Food Pantry in the amount of $43,490.00 and the retainage be held pending
completion of the punch list items. There were no public comments. The motion
carried by a vote of 4-0.

e Street and Road Opening Ordinance: Mr. Szeredai explained that the Township has a
Street and Road Opening Ordinance currently in place. It was Mr. Szeredai’s opinion
that this Ordinance should be updated to assist Shawn Motsavage, the Township Road
Master, when dealing with certain activities that would require the opening of a
Township Road. An example of this would be when utility companies seek to run a
new utility underground which will require a road opening. Currently, there is nothing
in our road opening ordinance that gives Mr. Motsavage the authority to specifically
require someone to make certain repairs after opening the road. As a result, Mr.
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Szeredai is seeking permission to work with Mr. Motsavage to draft an update to that
ordinance. The first step would be to review some of the neighboring municipal
ordinances. Next, Mr. Szeredai, through coordination with Mr. Motsavage, will
develop a draft of this ordinance. Once drafted, Mr. Szeredai and Mr. Motsavage will
have Solicitor Picardi review the updated ordinance. Once all three individuals agree
that the draft ordinance is acceptable to them, the ordinance will be presented to the
Board for review. The Board discussed this with Mr. Szeredai and gave both him and
Mr. Motsavage authorization to begin developing a new Street and Road Opening
Ordinance.

e 574 Gravel Pike: The work to be completed for 574 Gravel Pike is planned for early
Spring 2026. Originally, the plan was to potentially do the work in the fall of 2025,
but due to issue of germination of the plants, it was determined that it would be better
to start this portion of the project in the Spring. The next step is for the contractor to
put in a temporary impact attenuator, which is a piece of guide rail with a “punching
glove”. The goal will be to do this work sometime in the Winter so that in the Spring
the project moves straight to the stabilization work. One issue will be coordination
afterwards on how the planted area gets watered. Currently, the area cannot be
completely closed off until the retaining wall is removed, and the area is stabilized.
Since this work cannot be completed at this time, temporary fencing is in place which
has been approved by PennDOT. When the project is concluded, which will happen
in the Spring of next year, the guide rail will go all the way across the site’s frontage
so there will be no vehicular access to this area.

e 4 Wynnewood Drive: Kevin Motsavage received a telephone call regarding work that
someone was doing in the Township’s open space of the Wynnewood Development.
After investigating what was taking place, Mr. Motsavage contacted the property
owner who was clearing the open space area that abutted their property. The property
owner was informed that no Township authority was given for this clearing. In
addition, Mr. Motsavage contacted Mr. Szeredai and asked him to examine the work
that was completed in the open space. Mr. Szeredai estimated that the property owner
cleared approximately 10,000 square feet of area. Mr. Szeredai followed up with the
property owner who was informed that the debris piles and vegetative debris need to
be removed. The area that was cleared will be converted back to a meadow. In Mr.
Szeredai’s letter, he indicated that a natural meadow seed mix should be used in lieu
of typical grass seed in an effort to recreate the natural cleared area. In addition, the
property owner was requested to make some stream bank improvements to stabilize
the eroded steam banks. Currently, the property owner is working with Mr. Motsavage
to make the corrective actions listed in Mr. Szeredai’s letter dated October 3, 2025.
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MANAGER’S REPORT: Cecile M. Daniel

e Workman’s Compensation: AmTrust North American provides the Workman’s
Compensation coverage for both the Township and the Fire Company. As part of that
policy AmTrust reviewed the Township’s existing Doctor’s panel and submitted
revisions to that panel. Ms. Daniel reviewed the revised panel that was submitted.
Ms. Daniel informed that Board that most of the doctors on the revised panel were the
same as what was on the existing panel. As a result, she only changed a few doctors
and kept the others the same on the existing Township’s panel. This revised panel is
now before the Board for consideration. It was Ms. Daniel’s recommendation that the
Board consider approving the updated list of doctors. With the recommendation of
Ms. Daniel, Albert Campion made a motion, seconded by Corey Hulse, to approve the
new panel setting the designated health care providers for the Township’s Workman’s
Compensation Program. There were no public comments. The motion carried by a
vote of 4-0.

SUPERVISOR’S COMMENTS: Adam Doyle asked about the intersection of Route 29
and Route 113. Chairperson Margolis indicated she contacted Representative Bradford’s
office for an update on the improvement project. There has been some movement on this
project to advance it forward in the following areas: (1) determining a preferred
alternative; (2) completing a Section 106 determination; (3) public involvement; and
completing and concluding NEPA study documentation. There was no timeline for how
long it will take to complete these next steps.

There being no further business, the October public meeting was adjourned upon
motion made by Albert Campion and seconded by Adam Doyle.
